U11s and U9s X Country competition at Bartholomew

On Monday, | had the pleasure of taking 14 year 6s and 6 year 4s over to Bartholomew School for the
annual Cross Country competition with the hope of qualifying for the county finals.

The
year 6 boys managed to secure 5 top 12 placings and all three of the girls were positioned within the
top half. Now we just need to wait and see if any children were lucky enough to qualify...watch this
space for updates!

The children who represented Eynsham should be
incredibly proud of themselves and deserve a big well done! A highlight for me was seeing a group of
the year 6s encouraging their friend, which spurred him on to finish the race sprinting through the
finishing line!
