Year 3 

Terms 1 and 2 

As historians and geographers, we will be studying the Stone Age to the Iron Age, focusing on the 

enormous changes seen in the United Kingdom during this time. This will include looking at what life 

was like during these times through the examination of tools and artwork discovered. We will also 

consider the different environments and how Europe has changed overtime. 

As scientists we will be studying ‘Forces and Magnets’, learning how they interact with the world 

around them. We will then be looking at the properties of different rocks, how the three forms of 

natural rocks are created and consider how fossils are formed over time. This will involve lots of hands-

on experiments, testing properties of materials and proving our hypotheses. 

As artists we will be exploring prehistoric art, recreating the style of cave artists using charcoal and 

natural pigments. Pupils will experiment with colour mixing, and creating large-scale artworks, enhancing 

both artistic skills and historical knowledge.
